We have received your request to appeal the Year personal property assessment. Unfortunately, the Assessor cannot consider your protest as it was postmarked Date. Colorado statutes stipulate that all objections must be postmarked by June 30, Year. This requirement was explained on your Notice of Valuation.

You still have the right to appeal the Year value through a petition to the Board of County Commissioners (BOCC). However, Year valuation appeals can not be submitted to the BOCC until January 1, Next Year. The BOCC petition form can be obtained by contacting the Personal Property Section at 720-913-4067 or you may download a copy from the “forms” section of the Assessor’s web site in the address block above.

You should also be aware that there are no partial year assessments of personal property values. Per Colorado statutes, the assessment date is January 1, of each year. If a business were open on January 1, Year, it would then be liable for Year business personal property tax.
